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KKC Overview
The Trust aims to provide investors with attractive, risk-adjusted returns and access to a diversified portfolio of income generating alternative credit
investments through the Trust’s investment across strategies managed by the credit investment teams of Kohlberg Kravis Roberts & Co. L.P. (“KKR”).

These strategies comprise the Global Opportunistic Credit strategy and European Direct Lending strategy, which seek to take advantage of the attractive
opportunities that KKR sees in the market. The Trust’s investment objective is to provide an income stream as well as to achieve attractive long-term
capital appreciation over a full market cycle.

KKC has announced that for the financial year ending June 2025, KKC is targeting a distribution of +8.6% based on the issue NTA per unit of A$2.3308(2)
(20.0c per year). The Trust continues to target a medium-term average total return of 6% - 8% per annum®® through the market cycle.
