Portfolio Update:
• KKC delivered a +1.78% return in September. High Yield bonds 

outperformed Loans over the month and CCC rated assets drove 
performance across asset classes. 

• The weighted average price of the underlying KKC assets in the 
portfolio stood at 98.1% of par as at month end. The Yield to 
Maturity, which is inversely related to prices, stood at 9.0% and the 
current yield of the underlying assets in the portfolio was 9.2%(3). 

• European Direct Lending (EDL) had no new additions or realizations 
over the month. EDL represents ~46% of KKC’s portfolio invested as 
at month end. A case study on one of our EDL deals can be found 
on page 3.

Distribution Update:
• KKC declared a distribution of A$0.0167 (8.08% of NTA) for the 

month. This is in line with the announced FY25 distribution estimate 
of A$0.20. The distribution guidance for the year ending 30 June 
2025 will keep the monthly distribution target unchanged at 
A$0.0167 per unit per month, or A$0.20 per annum. As of 30 
September, ASX Unit Price is A$2.30, this represents a yield of 
~8.70%(2).

Market Update:
• High Yield bonds returned +1.63%(8) in September, driven by the Fed 

delivering a 50bps rate cut with 3rd quarter growth tracking above 
consensus amid a resilient consumer. Loans returned +0.71%(9) in 
September despite the downward path of rates. Issuance was robust 
across Leveraged Credit markets with High Yield bond issuance 
reaching a 3-year high and Leveraged Loan volumes outpacing any 
prior September on record.

provider of contractor and supplier accreditation, ISO certification 
and EHS software solutions.

• The company serves ~40,000 SME and enterprise clients in the 
United Kingdom, Canada and United States operating through 
three segments (EHS Software, Supply Chain Compliance and 
Certification) each constituting complementary businesses with 
cross-sell opportunities within the customer base.

Transaction Overview
• In February 2022, Apax Partners (“Apax”) won an auction to 

acquire Alcumus at an estimated EV of ~£660 million (~21x 2022E 
Pro Forma EBITDA).

• KKR Private Credit had tracked the asset since late 2021 given its 
similarity to an existing investment in a United Kingdom peer and 
reached out to Apax regarding the financing opportunity following 
their successful bid.

• KKR Private Credit has a long-standing relationship with Apax, 
having previously backed the sponsor on numerous deals.

• Our investment thesis was based on Alcumus’ attractive financial 
profile with double-digit historical organic growth, 90%+ recurring 
revenue with strong retention, robust margins and cash 
conversion. This is supported by the company’s leading market 
position for each core business unit in sectors with long-term 
tailwinds from increased focus on EHS compliance, significant 
remaining whitespace (continued outsourcing trend) and a highly 
diversified customer base.

KKC Overview
The Trust aims to provide investors with attractive, risk-adjusted returns and access to a diversified portfolio of income generating alternative credit 
investments through the Trust’s investment across strategies managed by the credit investment teams of Kohlberg Kravis Roberts & Co. L.P. (“KKR”). 

These strategies comprise the Global Opportunistic Credit strategy and European Direct Lending strategy, which seek to take advantage of the attractive 
opportunities that KKR sees in the market. The Trust’s investment objective is to provide an income stream as well as to achieve attractive long-term 
capital appreciation over a full market cycle.
