Portfolio Update:

*  KKC delivered a +0.18% return in October. High Yield bonds
outperformed Loans over the month and B rated assets drove
performance across asset classes.

The weighted average price of the underlying KKC assets in the
portfolio stood at 98.0% of par as at month end. The Yield to
Maturity, which is inversely related to prices, stood at 9.4% and the
current yield of the underlying assets in the portfolio was 9.1%).

European Direct Lending (EDL) had one new addition during the
month; a German Emergency Notification and Crisis Management
software provider. There was also one realization, a German Real
Estate software provider. EDL represents ~45% of KKC’s portfolio
invested as at month end.

arket Update:

High Yield bonds returned -0.55%® in October, as investors pare
back expectations on rate cuts amid a resilient economy. Loans
returned +0.86%( in October as the market sees inflows, strong CLO
origination and a hawkish shift in interest rate expectations. Over
one third of the Loan market is now trading above par. Issuance in
Leveraged Loans was a record for any October on record as rates
decreased, bringing year-to-date issuance to ~S1 trillion.

Portfolio Case Study

Company Overview

* Aareon is the leading pan European provider of property
management ERP systems and additional digital services / modules
(e.g. tenant management, platform for maintenance providers). The
Company is the leading provider in 4 of their 6 markets.

* Aareon has 8k+ residential manager customers and 3k+ residential
owner manager customers across Europe that manage ~19 million
residential units.

* Aareon’s offering is the core software used by property managers,
enabling accounting, invoicing, payments, contracts, as well as
relationship management with tenants and maintenance providers.

Transaction Overview

* In 2020, Advent International (“Advent”) acquired a ~30% stake in
Aareon from Aareal Bank at an enterprise value of €960 million
(~18.8x FY20 Adj. EBITDA / 14.5x FY20 PF EBITDA).

e |n 2023, KKR Credit invested ~19% in the €360 million Unitranche and
€90 million Delayed Draw Term Loan (“DDTL”) used to refinance the
Company’s OpCo debt and support future M&A.

* In April 2024, Advent announced plans to raise an additional €100
million add-on to existing senior facilities to clean down the
remaining Revolving Credit Facility and provide cash for additional
M&A. KKR Credit provided €23 million of the add-on facility.

* InSeptember 2024, TPG acquired Aareon from Advent with a hard
staple consisting of a €1.1 billion Unitranche facility, €250 million
DDTL and €150 million Revolving Credit Facility. KKR Credit
committed to providing ~16% or €226 million across the Term Loan
and DDTL.

e Ourinvestment thesis is predicated on: (i) Aareon’s position as a
leading player in its key markets; (ii) Aareon’s strong revenue visibility
with ~85% of revenue being recurring in nature; (iii) attractive
customer retention metrics (~95% gross; ~113% net in FY23A) as
Aareon’s systems are deeply embedded in their workflows; and (iv)
Aareon’s strong free cash flow profile with low capex requirement.

KKC Overview
The Trust aims to provide investors with attractive, risk-adjusted returns and access to a diversified portfolio of income generating alternative credit
investments through the Trust’s investment across strategies managed by the credit investment teams of Kohlberg Kravis Roberts & Co. L.P. (“KKR”).

These strategies comprise the Global Opportunistic Credit strategy and European Direct Lending strategy, which seek to take advantage of the attractive
opportunities that KKR sees in the market. The Trust’s investment objective is to provide an income stream as well as to achieve attractive long-term
capital appreciation over a full market cycle.
